AAG Winter Juried Exhibition by Anne Howey-Falvey

The current AAG Winter Juried Exhibition will
run from Nov. 9th, 2014-Jan. 11th, 2015. There
were 127 works of art entered and 84 selected
for the exhibition by the jurors Ann Osgood,
Marlys Kubicek, and Michelle Terry-Helmick.
Juror Ann Osgood commented that there were “an astonishing number of high quality works of
art” entered this year.

All three of the jurors commented that framing choices and presentation made an impact on
their decisions when they were selecting from such a large array of quality submissions by the
guild members but needed to pair down the selections to the space available.

The 1st place award of $500 went to Nancy Long
for her oil painting, Here’s Looking at Ewe. The
2nd place award of $250 went to Trlstyn Busta-
mante for her sculp-
ture, Free Current.

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Arizona Artists Guild History Part 1

AAG has a long and interesting history. This is the first installment of a series of
articles on AAG history gleaned from the publication, AAG A Comprehen-
sive History, compiled by Garnette Widdifield .

During the hot summer of 1928, a group of artists met for an afternoon to
sketch and discuss the future of art in Phoenix and the impact the artists should e
have on the future cultural development of the city. AAG meeting at Pueblo Grande Museum - 1930

On October 22, 1928, the group held its first formal meeting. Emory Kopta was elected president. Lorraine Mawhinnet treasurer and Edna
Halseth secretary.

At the next meeting on November 19, 1928, they named their organization The Arizona Artists Guild. Each member agreed to pay $2 dues for
the year, and visitors were to pay $1 per visit. After dues were collected, the treasurer paid $2.25 for potted palm tress for their first exhibit. She
also paid $5 for a group membership to the Arizona Art Museum and $1.10 postage for invitations. Records were kept in a 8’x7” composition
notebook, the kind used by school children. The little blue notebook was used from 1928 until 1941. It cost 10 cents.

Edna Halseth and her husband Odd Halseth were important in the formation of the Guild. They had moved from San Diego where Edna had
been active in forming the San Diego Artists Guild. She had the knowledge and enthusiasm to start the guild in Phoenix. At the time the Guild
was started, Odd Halseth was curator of the Arizona Art Museum and the newly formed Arizona Artists Guild met there. Later, when he became
the director of the Pueblo Grande Museum on East Washington Street, the guild moved its activities there.

The objective of the organization was “to foster the guild spirit, based upon the highest ideals in art and fellowship, by association and work
together; to assist in raising the standards of art in the community and to assume a civic responsibility in affairs of art.” By joining the Guild, a
member pledged his/her loyalty, aid and cooperation to every other member in all matters of art.

In December, 1930, a meeting was held at the hole of George Hoag in Aztec Park to elect officers for the coming year. Lorraine Mawhinney
was elected president, Beatrice Dean, treasurer and Mrs McKenne, secretary.

A monitor was appointed for the sketch group to arrange for the posing of a model and to see that the studio was left in good order. The monitor
was to keep time and to provide criticism or assistance as required. It was decided that the person failing to procure the model would act as the
model him/her self. The secretary was instructed to notify the Museum Board that the Guild would use the Haag Studio. This 1930 meeting was
the first time that minutes of a meeting were recorded. Following the business session, members sketched the model provided by Mrs Haag.
