Douglas Hebertwill present a
program, “Bizarre Aberrations:
Handbuilding and Sculpture
Come Together in Paper Clay”

Doug is the head of the AAG
Sculptors’ Group and a very
accomplished sculptor. His work shows the incredible imagi-
nation he has and a perfect control of his medium. Doug uses
paper clay which allows him to create very complex work and
do things that you could not do with regular ceramic clay.

Doug’s recent work combines a complex array of form and
texture with a very controlled, frequently complicated, hand-
painted cold finish. All of his pieces begin with the concept
of one existing animal mounted on a base that resembles to-
pography found in nature such as trees, a log, or coral. When
creating the creature itself, he makes a boundless attempt to
augment and distort its structure and surface until it is virtu-
ally unrecognizable from the beast it once was. He takes the
very same drastic approach when selecting the final color
application and finish.

The Art Sharing

Most of my art training is self taught. | did take a college level drawing class in the 70’s shortly after | got out of the
service in 1969. It was taught by a young man who was a really poor teacher. He told the class first day he was only
teaching to stay out of the draft and really wasting his time. Needless to say that didn’t go over very well with me.

When | turned 60 | had the opportunity to take art classes at a college where my wife was teaching. The drawing
class | took there was hard, but excellent. | had the world’s greatest, but toughest teacher. He was very strict, old
school and very traditional in terms of work ethics.

Going into it | wasn’t sure that teacher and | would get along. | was older than anyone in the class including my
teacher. Later he told me he had concerns about me also. | admired his skill though and he really taught me a lot
and made me want to do the best work | could do. | took another class with him. This time we worked in color and
again the class was very hard but the teacher was great. You never dared say, “My drawing is finished” when he
came up to you and asked if you were done. If you did he would point out multiple reasons why it was not finished.
That teacher inspired me, shared all his knowledge with me, and pushed me to do some great drawings. | will never
forget what he taught me or forget him.

Even though much of what | have learned about drawing has been from reading, looking at other artist work in mu-
seums and studios, and doing my own artwork for many years, plus many experiments with new techniques and
materials, I'd have to admit AAG and its excellent members have also been a great help. | think it's great the way
so many artists are willing to share knowledge and special techniques they have mastered.

| truly believe that all artists have an obligation to share their knowledge. No one learned what they know totally
on their own. All of us have picked up much of our artistic skills from someone, a friend, fellow artist, or teacher. I'd
encourage all AAG members to practice the art of sharing their artistic knowledge. It makes you feel great and helps
other artists become better. Think about sharing your knowledge with others at AAG. You could show your artwork
and talk about your technique at the AAG Veteran’s Art program on the 4th Saturday of the month. AAG also has a
mentor program. You could volunteer for that program and you could also participate with a mentor to learn a skill
you don’t have.

The artistic knowledge you share will help increase the quality of artist’s artwork. | know | will never forget the strict
drawing teacher | had when | was 60 and returned to college. Every time | draw | think of the things he taught me
and | push myself to the limits of my drawing skill. | think about the fact if he would ask me now, “Are you finished
yet”. | could say, “Yes”, and he would smile and say, “Great job, your artwork is finished”
